Embroidery unit and hoops

There are designs for a 4 x 4 hoop, but the bigger the hoop the more you can get
into one hooping

Usual sewing supplies (scissors, pins, bobbins, marking pens)

Size 80 sharp needles

Embroidery thread in colors called for in design or of your own choosing

Filled bobbins

Anita Goodesign Vintage Free Standing Leaves loaded on your machine or
memory stick or card and ready to go

Polyester organza in beige, or a soft color (enough to hoop two layers in your
hoop)

Small sharp scissors for cutting around the leaves if you plan to do any appliqué
Fabrics for your appliqué leaves (can be laces, or just the organza, or fabric)
Stencil cutting tool

An item to attach your leaves to after they are embroidered out

You will combine as many designs in your hoop as your hoop will allow.
